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We abhor all attacks on civilians. The slaughter of Israeli civilians on 
7 October 2023 by Hamas, and some by Israeli forces, does not 
justify the massive ongoing Israeli slaughter of Palestinian civilians.

British State Repression
On Saturday 18 January a peaceful 
demonstration aiming to highlight British 
government complicity in Israel’s slaughter took 
place. Dozens of protesters were arrested, 
including chief steward Chris Nineham and Ben 
Jamal, Director of Palestine Solidarity 
Campaign. They were both charged under the 
Public Order Act. The following day Jeremy 
Corbyn and Labour MP John McDonnell were 
called in for police interviews.
Since the genocide against Gaza began 
following Hamas’ attack on Israel in October 
2023, over 20 London protest marches with 
hundreds of thousands attending, were 
coordinated with the police and without incident.

Police lies
The police claim that that protesters ‘forcefully’ 
broke through a police cordon to enter Trafalgar 
Square. The media repeated these allegations. 
However, all independent observers and social 
media show clearly that Corbyn and McDonnell 
were invited to pass through freely along with 
others in the procession.
The following week more than 40 leading 
lawyers wrote to the Home Secretary, Yvette 
Cooper, warning that the actions of the 
Metropolitan police were a “disproportionate, 
unwarranted and dangerous assault on the right 
to assembly and protest”.
We oppose this and any other attempt to shut 
down the voices of Palestinian solidarity.
