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The illegal occupation of Palestinian Territories, including the siege of Gaza, began long 
before 7th October 2023. Under international law, an occupied people have the right to resist 
the occupation, including by the use of force. Targeted attacks on civilians (by both 
Palestinian and Israeli forces on 7th October) are forbidden, but nothing that happened on 7th 
October justifies Israel’s continued genocide of the Palestinians.

Israel is trying to drive all Palestinians 
out of the West Bank. 
Military raids
‘Operation Iron Wall’ in Jenin, Tulkarem and Nur 
Shams has displaced tens of thousands with 
Gaza-style destruction of homes and streets. 
UN officials say it is ‘unjustifiable by any 
purported military or law enforcement aims’.

Building settlements
Colonisation starts with a few caravans, then 
prefab houses and the gradual building of new 
towns. Over 700,000 Israelis now live on seized 
Palestinian land. The settlements guzzle water, 
and are linked by roads barring Palestinian 
cars. The new ‘route 4371’ will split the West 
Bank into North and South, along with 850 
'movement obstacles' such as concrete blocks 
and checkpoint gates.

Settler violence
‘Civilian’ vandals attack Palestinian homes while 
soldiers stand and watch - and sometimes join 
in, surely sanctioned at the highest level. Any 
Palestinian who fights back is arrested.

House demolitions
Israel denies Palestinians permits to build - then 
demolishes houses, sheds, solar panels etc that 
are put up ‘without permission’. 106 structures 
were demolished in the first three weeks in 
March.
As in Gaza, Israel intends to make life 
unbearable and force Palestinians out.
